Softcon controllers function as stand-alone panels, receiving setup and card data from 
central “on-line” systems.  
 
Controller monitor externally connected readers, inputs (sensors), equipment and internal 
timers, counters and databases. Changes or lack of changes (events) and current statuses 
of card database (Db), inputs/outputs (I/O), timers, counters and time of day, results in new 
events - control of outputs, changes to Db, start/stop of timers and changes to counters. 
The number of I/O, readers, database and event buffer sizes, etc. are controller type and 
setting dependent.  
 
Controller events are selectively reported to the external systems. 
 
The central systems set and configure the control panels and send control commands to the 
controllers. Events are reported by controllers – as it occurs on-line, or buffered and 
reported when communication connected. Events are date and time stamped. 
 
A Software Development Kit (SDK) is available for 3rd party system integration. 
 
The Softcon SoftWin3 central system uses the SDK to integrate with Softcon controllers – 
setting and controlling all applications and functions in the controllers. Events reported by 
controllers are logged, displayed and could result in setting and data changes (to counters, 
timers, databases) and generation of new events (sending of SMSs, reports, emails, changes 
to controller data and outputs, etc.). 
 
SoftWin3 has numerous reports on settings, statuses and events, with sub- and grand totals 
on report periods, for departments, cards, inputs, vending, etc.
